CHAPTER I ADMINISTRATION


1-101.

CODE DESIGNATED. The chapters, articles and sections herein shall constitute and be designated as “The Code of the City of LaCygne, Kansas”, and may be so cited. The code may also be cited as the “LaCygne City Code”.

1-102.

DEFINITIONS. In the construction of this code and of all ordinances of the city, the following definitions and rules shall be observed unless such construction would be inconsistent with the manifest intent of the governing body or the context clearly requires otherwise:

(a)
City shall mean the City of LaCygne, Kansas.

(b)
Code shall mean the Code of the City of LaCygne, Kansas.

(c)
Computation of time within which an act is to be done shall exclude the first day and include the last day. If the last day be a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday, that day shall be excluded.

(d)
Delegation of Authority. Whenever a provision appears requiring or authorizing the head of a department or officer of the city to do some act or perform some duty, it shall be construed to authorize such person, department head, or officer to designate, delegate and authorize subordinates to do the required act or perform the required duty unless the terms of the provision designate otherwise.

(e)
Governing Body means the mayor and city council members or those persons appointed to fill a vacancy in the office of mayor or the council as provided in KS.A. 15-201.

(f)
County means the County of Linn in the State of Kansas.

(g)
Gender. Words importing the masculine gender include the feminine and neuter.

(h)
In the city shall mean and include all territory over which the city now has or shall hereafter acquire jurisdiction for the exercise of its police or other regulatory powers.

(i)
Joint Authority. All words giving a joint authority to three or more persons or officers shall be construed as giving such authority, to a majority of such persons or officers.

(j)
Month shall mean a calendar month.

(k)
Number. Words used in the singular include the plural and words used in the plural include the singular.

(1)
Oath includes an affirmation in all cases in which, by law, an affirmation may be substituted for an oath, and in such cases the word swear is equivalent to the word affirm.

(m)
Officers, departments, etc. Officers, departments, boards, commissions and employees referred to in this code shall mean officers, departments, boards, commissions and employees of the city.

(n)
Owner applied to a building or land shall include not only the owner of the whole but any part owner, joint owner, tenant in common or joint tenant of the whole or a part of such building or land.

(o)
Person includes a firm, partnership, association of persons, corporations, organization or any other group acting as a unit, as well as an individual.

(p)
Property includes real, personal and mixed property.

(q)
Shall, may. Shall is mandatory and may is permissive.

(r)
Sidewalk means any portion of a street between the curb line and the adjacent property line intended for the use of pedestrians.

(s)
Street means and includes public streets, avenues, boulevards, highways, roads, alleys, lanes, viaducts, bridges and the approaches thereto and all other public thoroughfares in the city.

(t)
Tenant or occupant applied to a building or land shall include any person holding a written or oral lease of, or who occupies the whole or a part of such building or land, whether alone or with others.

(u)
Tense. Words used in the past or present tense include the future as well as the past and present.

(v)
Writing or written shall include printing, engraving, lithography and any other mode of representing words and letters, except those cases where the written signature or the mark of any person is required by law.

(w)
Year means a calendar year, except where otherwise provided. (Code 1988).

1-103.

EXISTING ORDINANCES. The provisions appearing in this code, so far as they are in substance the same as those ordinances existing at the time of the effective date of this code, shall be considered as continuations thereof and not as new enactments. (Code :t988).

1-104.

EFFECT OF REPEAL. The repeal of an ordinance shall not revive an ordinance previously repealed, nor shall such repeal affect any right which has accrued, any duty imposed, any penalty incurred, or any proceeding commenced under or by virtue of the ordinance repealed, except as shall be expressly stated therein. (Code 1988).

CATCHLINES OF SECTIONS. The catchlines of the sections of this code printed in capital letters are intended as mere catchwords to indicate the contents of the section and shall not be deemed or taken to be titled, titles of such sections, nor as any part of any section, nor unless expressly so provided, shall they be so deemed when any section, including its catchline, is amended or reenacted. (Code 1988).

REFERENCES, CITATIONS AND AUTHORITIES. References, citations and recitations of authority are for the benefit of the reader for purposes of expanded reference and research with respect to provisions of this code. Citations indicate only the source and the text may or may not be changed by this code. This code is a new enactment under the provisions of K.S.A. 12—3014 and 12—3015. Reference matter not in parenthesis is for information only and is not a part of this code. (Code 1988).

AMENDMENTS; REPEAL. Any portion of this code may be amended by specific reference to the section number as follows: “That section ________ ;of the Code of the City of LaCygne is hereby amended to read as follows:

(the new provisions shall then be set out in full).”

A new section not existing in the code may be added as follows:

“That the Code of the City of LaCygne is hereby amended by adding a section (or article or chapter) which reads as follows: (the new provisions shall then be set out in full).”

All sections, or articles or chapters to be repealed shall be repealed by specific reference as follows: “Section (or article or chapter) _________

of the Code of the City of La Cygne is hereby repealed.” (K.S.A. 12-3004; Code 1988).

POWERS GENERALLY. All powers exercised by cities of the third class or which shall hereafter be conferred upon them shall be exercised by the governing body, subject to such limitations as prescribed by law. (Code 1988).

1-109.
CITY RECORDS. The city clerk or any other officer or employee having custody of city records and documents shall maintain such records and documents in accordance with K.S.A. 12-120 to K.S.A. 12-121, inclusive, which statutes are incorporated herein by reference as if set out in full. (Code 1988).

1-201.

GOVERNING BODY. The governing body of the city shall consist of the mayor and five council members to be elected as set out in section 1-206 of this article. (Code 1988).

1-202.
MEETINGS.



(a)
Regular meetings of the governing body shall be held on the first and third

Wednesday of the month at 7:00 p.m. In the event the regular meeting day shall be a legal holiday, the governing body shall meet on the next regular working day at the same place and time or, in the alternative, in the event the regular meeting day shall be on a legal holiday, the governing body shall not meet until the next regular meeting date as voted and approved by a majority of the council on the last regular meeting prior to said regular meeting date which coincides with a legal holiday. (Ord. 1265 effective June 6, 2001).
(b)
The city clerk shall prepare an agenda not less than 48 hours prior to a regular meeting of the city council of LaCygne, Kansas. This agenda shall generally consist of:

Presentation of petitions, memorials and remonstrances;

If any item of business concerns the acts, actions, discretion or advice of a city employee, the city clerk shall notify said employee of the same and provide a copy of the agenda when available. Further, the city clerk shall make whatever provision may be reasonably necessary to have said city employee present when items affecting their departments are under consideration if these department personnel are directly responsible to the city. (Ord. 116).

Any person, firm, association or corporation desiring to have the city governing body consider any request, complaint, contract, offer or other matter must do the following:

1.
Submit a full and complete written request to the city clerk who shall read said request to the governing body in attendance at a regular meeting of the city council. Requests must be made and handed to the city clerk six (6) days before the regular city meeting concerned if they desire to be heard on that meeting’s agenda.
   2.
Individuals not meeting this requirement may only participate in a public meeting for   a specific time limit, set a five (5) minutes, for the sole purpose of being given an opportunity to be heard by the governing body. (Ord. 1146).

(e)
No matter will be considered by the governing body unless a request is made in compliance with subsection (d) of this section. (Ord. 1146).

(f)
A copy of the agenda shall be made available to all council members the mayor, and the news media at least 48 hours prior to the regular meeting. (Ord. 1116).

(g)
Regular meetings of the LaCygne City Council shall commence promptly at 7:00 p.m. on the first and third Wednesday of each month and shall continue for a time not to exceed three (3) hours in duration. The council may extend, by majority vote, the meeting for one one-half hour period. There may be no further extensions and all remaining business shall, by parliamentary procedure, be tabled for consideration at the next regular meeting. (Ord. 1265 effective June 6, 2001).

(h)
Special meetings may be called by the mayor at any time upon written request of three members of the council. The request shall state the matters to be discussed as such special meeting and no other matters may be considered at such meeting. (K.S.A. 15-106; Code 1988).

QUORUM. At all meetings of the governing body, a majority of the council members elect shall constitute a quorum to do business. (K.S.A. 15-106; Code 1988).

POWERS OF THE MAYOR. The mayor shall preside at all meetings of the governing body. The mayor shall have the tie-breaking vote on all questions when the members present are equally divided. The mayor shall:

(a)
Have the superintending control of all officers and affairs of the city;

(b)
Take care that the ordinances of the city are complied with;

(c)
Sign the commissions and appointments of all officers elected or appointed;

(d)
Endorse the approval of the governing body on all official bonds;

(e)
From time to time communicate to the city council such information and recommend such measures as he or she may deem advisable;

(I)
Have the power to approve or veto any ordinance as the laws of the state shall prescribe;

(g)
Sign all orders and drafts drawn upon the city treasurer for money;

(h)
Appoint two members of the council to the various committees for supervision of city affairs as more fully described in section 1-601. (Code

1988).

PRESIDENT OF THE COUNCIL. The city council shall elect one of Its own body as president of the council. The president of the council shall preside at all meetings of the council in the absence of the mayor. In the absence of both the mayor and the president of the council, the council shall elect one of its members as “acting president of the council”. The president and acting president, When occupying the place of mayor, shall have the same privileges as other council members but shall exercise no veto. (K.S.A. 15—310 and K.S.A. 15—311). (Code 1988).

1-206.

REGULAR CITY ELECTIONS. A regular city election shall be held on the first Tuesday in April of each odd numbered year. At. the regular city election beginning in 1977, there shall be elected a mayor and five councilmen. At said election the candidates for councilmen receiving the three (3) highest number of votes shall be declared elected for a term of four (4) years. The candidates for councilmen receiving the next two (2) highest number of votes shall be declared elected for a term of two (2) years. The candidate elected mayor shall be declared elected for a term of two (2) years. Succeeding elections for all such offices shall be for four (4) year terms. At such succeeding elections the candidates for councilmen receiving the two (2) or three (3) (as the ease may be) highest number of votes shall be declared elected. Whenever there is a tie vote for two or more candidates and it is necessary to determine which candidate receives the office, the winner shall be determined by lot by the board of canvassers. The city clerk shall, within five days after the canvass of the returns and determination by the board of canvassers of the persons elected, deliver to each such person a certificate of election, signed by him and sealed with the seal of the city, and such certificate shall constitute notice of election. The terms of the officers shall begin at the first regular meeting of the council In May following their election In April and they shall qualify by taking the oath of office and otherwise, If there be other qualifications prescribed, at any time after receiving notice of election and before or at the beginning of said meeting. If any person elected to the office of councilman does not qualify within the required time, he shall be deemed to have refused to accept the office and a vacancy shall exist. In case of a vacancy in the office of councilman occurring by reason of failure or refusal to qualify, resignation, death, removal from the city, removal from office, or becoming mayor by reason of being president of the council when a vacancy occurs in the office of mayor, the mayor shall appoint, with the consent of a majority of the remaining councilmen, some suitable elector of the city to fill the vacancy until the expiration of the term of such office. In case of a vacancy in the office of mayor occurring by reason of resignation, death, removal from office, removal from the city, or refusal or failure to qualify, the president of the council, or in the case of the mayor-elect’s refusal or failure to qualify, the new president of the council shall become mayor until the expiration of the term, and a vacancy shall occur in the office of the councilman becoming mayor. (Code 1988).

COMPENSATION, EXPENSES. Each member of the council and the mayor shall receive for his or her services and as reimbursement for his or her expenses, compensation as follows:

(a)
Each member of the governing body shall receive fifty dollars ($50.00) per meeting for service at any regular or special meeting of the council.  Additionally, in the absence of the mayor, any council member presiding over a regular or special council meeting shall receive an additional $50.00 for such meeting. (Ordinance 1359 Feb 2008) (Ord. 1370, 9/03/2008).
(b)
The mayor - $150.00 per month. (Code 1988) (Ord 1350 Jun 2007).

(c)
Mileage reimbursement rate is to be set at the same rate as determined by the current years U.S. Internal Revenue Service mileage allowance and paid for each mile traveled by the shortest route upon the performance of duties assigned by the mayor and/or city council. (Ord No. 1279, 2/20/2002)

(d)
Reimbursement for actual food and lodging expenses upon the performance of duties by the council and/or mayor provided such expenses shall be documented by proper receipts. (Code 1988)

1-301

APPOINTMENT. The mayor shall appoint, by and with the consent of the council, a municipal court judge, a chief of police, a city clerk, a deputy city clerk, a city treasurer, a city attorney, a public health officer, a fire chief, and such other officers as they may deem necessary. Officers so appointed and confirmed will hold their offices at the pleasure of the mayor and council, and until their successors are appointed and qualified. (Code 1988) (Ord. 1295 Feb 18, 2004)

1-302
EMPLOYEES.
The mayor shall have authority to hire all other

employees, or such authority may be delegated to the respective committee heads.

(Code 1988)

1-303
REMOVAL.

(a)
A majority of all members elect of the governing body may remove any appointed officer.

(b)
For good cause, the mayor may remove any appointed officer with the consent of the council.

(c)
Employees, other than appointed officers, may be removed by the mayor upon recommendation of the respective department heads.

(d)
No officer or employee shall be removed for any reason until he/she has been given notice and afforded the opportunity for a hearing. (K.S.A. 15-204; Code 1988)

1-304

VACANCY IN OFFICE. Whenever a vacancy occurs in any appointive office for whatever reason, the vacancy shall be filled by the governing body. Any person appointed to fill such vacancy shall serve only until the next regular time for appointment. (K.S.A. 15-209; Code 1988).

1-305

CITY CLERK. The city clerk shall:

(a)
Be custodian of all city records, books, ifies, papers, documents and other personal effects belonging to the city and not properly pertaining to any other office;

(b)
Carry on all official correspondence of the city;

(c)
Attend and keep a record of the proceedings of all regular and special meetings of the governing body;

(d)
Enter every appointment of office and the date thereof in the journal;

(e)
Enter or place each ordinance of the city in the ordinance books after its passage;

(f)
Publish all ordinances, except those appropriating money, and such resolutions, notices and proclamations as may be required by law or ordinance;

(g)
Keep a full and accurate record;

(h)
Publish a quarterly financial statement;

(i)
Deposit all public moneys and sign all checks of the city;

(j)
Pay out the funds of the city upon warrant and checks properly signed by the mayor, city clerk, and treasurer;

(k)
Perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the governing body or the Kansas statutes. (K.S.A. 10-803; K.S.A. 12-1608’ Code 1988)

The office of Deputy City Clerk is hereby established.

SAME; FISCAL RECORDS. The city clerk shall:

(a)
Prepare and keep suitable fiscal records according to generally accepted accounting principles. (Code 1988)

Assist in preparing the annual budget.

Audit all claims against the city for goods or services rendered for the consideration of the governing body. His/her accounts shall properly show the amounts paid from any fund of the city and the cash balance existing in each fund.

(d)
Keep an accurate account of all bonds issued by the city.

(e)
Keep a record of all special assessments.

SAME; WITHHOLDING AGENTS. The city clerk is designated as the withholding agent of the city for the purposes of the Federal Revenue (Income) Act, and shall perform the duties required of withholding agents by said act or any other act requiring withholding from the compensation of any city officer or employee. The city clerk shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the governing body or the Kansas statutes. (Code 1988)

ARTICLE 3. OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES

“I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support the Constitution of the United States and the Constitution of the State of Kansas and faithfully discharge the duties of ________________(Here enter name of office or position). So help me God.”

SAME; SEAL; OATHS. The city clerk shall:

Have custody of the corporate seal of the city and shall affix the same to the official copy of all ordinances, contracts, and other documents required to be authenticated;

(c)
Keep suitable files of all such oaths required to be deposited in his/her office.

OATHS FILED. All officers and employees shall be supplied the forms for the oath at the expense of the city and upon taking and subscribing or signing such oath or affirmation, the same shall be filed with the city clerk. (Code 1988).

BONDS REQUIRED. The following city officers shall each, before entering upon the duties of his office, give a good and sufficient surety company bond to the city. The bond shall be in the following amount, to-wit:

City treasurer - $120000;

City Clerk - $120,000

(c)
Judge of the Municipal Court - $1,000

(d)
Mayor - $120,000.

1-313

CONDITION OF BONDS. Each of the bonds required in section 1-312 shall be conditioned for the faithful performance of duty and all acts required by the laws of Kansas and the ordinances of the City of LaCygne, and for the application and payment over to the proper persons of all monies or property coming into the hands of each such officer by virtue of his or her office. (Code 1988)

1-314

APPROVAL OF BONDS. All bonds given to the city shall be approved as to their form by the city attorney and as to surety and sufficiency by the governing body, unless otherwise provided by the laws of the State of Kansas. (Code 1988).

1-401.

PURPOSE AND GOALS. It is the purpose of this statement to set forth the public policies of the city relating to the investment of public moneys, and establish procedural requirements as to investment management practices. The object of the investment policy and program of the city shall be as follows:

(a)
The safeguarding of all public moneys shall be of the highest priority. Public money shall not be invested or managed in any manner which would jeopardize the safety of the principal.

(b)
Consistent with the requirement of safety, the objective of the investment program shall be to aggressively manage and invest all public moneys to maximize net earnings, consistent with the public responsibility to secure maximum, safe investment return possible from moneys assigned to its stewardship, to relieve demands on the property tax and to otherwise reduce the cost of public services.

(Code 1988).

INVESTMENT OF IDLE FUNDS. Temporarily idle moneys of the city not currently needed, may in accordance with the procedure hereafter described be invested in:

(a)
Temporary notes of the city;

(b)
Time deposits, open accounts or certificates of deposit in commercial banks or trust companies which have their home office located in the city. If no commercial bank or trust company has a home office located in the city, then in a commercial bank or trust company with its home office located in Linn County, or in the counties of the State ~ Kansas adjacent to Linn County, as provided for, and subject to the

restrictions of K.S.A. 12—1675;

(c)
Time certificates of deposit with savings and loan associations which have home offices located in the city;

(d)
Repurchase agreements with commercial banks, trust companies, or savings and loan associations with a home office located in the city, for direct obligations of, or obligations that are insured by, the United States government of any agency thereof. If no commerical bank, trust company, or savings and loan association has a home office in the city, then in any commercial bank, trust company, or savings and loan association with a home office located in Linn County. If no such commercial bank, trust company, or savings and loan association will enter into such an agreement at or above the interest rate set out by K.S.A. 12—1675(b)(4), then such repurchase agreements may be entered into with commercial banks, trust companies, or savings and loan associations which have home offices located in the State of Kansas;

(e)
United States treasury bills or notes with maturities as the governing body shall determine, but not exceeding six months. Investments iTlay be made in U.S. treasury bills or notes only if no eligible bank, trust company, or savings and loan association can or will make the investments authorized in subsections (b) and (c) at interest rates equal to or greater than the average yield before taxes received on 91—day U.S. treasury bills or the maximum rates such banks, trust companies or savings and loan associations may pay on investments authorized under subsections (b) and (c), whichever is lower.  (K.S.A. 12-1675; Code 1988).

1-403.

PROCEDURES AND RESTRICTIONS. The city clerk shall periodically report to the governing body as to the amount of monies available for investment and the period of time such amounts will be available for investment. The city clerk shall provide for an investment program which shall so limit the amounts invested and shall schedule the maturities of investments so that the city will, at all times, have sufficient monies available on demand deposit to assure prompt payment of all city obligations.

(Code 1988).

1-404.

CUSTODY AND SAFEKEEPING. Securities purchased pursuant to this article shall be under the care of the city clerk and shall be held in the custody of a state or national bank or trust company, or shall be kept by such officer in a safety deposit box of the city in a bank or trust company. Securities in the original or receipt form held in the custody of a bank or trust company shall be held in the name of the city, and their redemption, transfer, or withdrawal shall be permitted only upon the written instruction of the said city officer. Securities not held in the custody of a bank or trust company shall be personally deposited by such officer in a safety deposit box in the name of the city in a bank or trust company, access to which shall be permitted only in the personal presence and under the signature of the mayor and the city clerk. (Code 1988).

SALE OR TRANSFER. If, in order to maintain sufficient monies on demand deposit in any fund as provided in section 1—403, it becomes necessary to transfer or sell any securities of such funds, the officers specified in section 1-404 may transfer said securities to any other fund or funds in which there are temporarily idle monies, or shall sell such securities, and for such purpose they shall have authority to make any necessary written direction, endorsement or assignment for and on behalf of the city.

INTEREST ON TIME DEPOSITS. The city clerk shall deposit the interest earned on invested idle funds to the general fund, unless otherwise provided by law. (Code 1988). (See K.S.A. 12—1675 and amendments thereto).

LOCAL FREEDOM OF INFORMATION OFFICER.

Appointment. The City Clerk is hereby appointed as the Local Freedom of Information Officer and charged with all of the statuary duties prescribed by Sub.HB 2864 and set forth in Part b.

Duties: The Local Freedom of Information Officer or the officer’s designee shall:

(b1) prepare and provide educational materials and information concerning the open records act;

(b2) be available to assist the city and members of the general public to resolve disputes relating to the open records act;

(b3) respond to inquiries relating to the open records act;

(b4) establish the requirements for the content, size, shape and other physical characteristics of a brochure required to be displayed or distributed or otherwise make available to the public under the open records act. In establishing such requirements for the content of the brochure, the local freedom of information officer shall include plainly written basic information about the rights of a requestor, the responsibilities of a public agency, and the procedures for inspecting and obtaining a copy of public records under the open records act. ALTERING CODE. It shall be unlawful for any person to change or amend by additions or deletions any part or portion of this code, or to insert or delete pages or portions thereof, or to alter or tamper with such code in any manner whatsoever which will cause the law of the City of La Cygne to be misrepresented thereby. This restriction shall not apply to amendments or revisions of this code authorized by ordinance passed by the governing body. (Code 1988).

SCOPE OF APPLICATION. Any person convicted of doing any of the acts or things prohibited, made unlawful or misdemeanor, or the failing to do any of the things commanded to be done, as specified and set forth in this code, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and punished in accordance with section 1-113. Each day any violation of this code continues shall constitute a separate offense. (Code 1988).

GENERAL PENALTY.
