CHAPTER VIII.  MUNICIPAL COURT

MUNICIPAL COURT ESTABLISHED. There is hereby established a municipal court for the City of La Cygne, Linn County, Kansas. The municipal court shall have jurisdiction to hear and determine cases involving violations of the ordinances of the city. (Code 1988)
8-102

SAME; PRACTICE AND PROCEDURE. The Kansas code of procedure for municipal courts, as set forth in K.S.A. 12-4101 et seq. and all acts amendatory or supplemental thereto shall govern the practice and procedure in all cases in the municipal court. (Code 1988)
8-103

SAME; TIMES. The municipal court shall be held at the council chambers commencing at 7:00 p.m. on the first Thursday of each month beginning October 2009, excepting that if such day falls on a holiday the court shall be held on the next following Thursday at the same appointed time and place. (Code 1988) (Amended by Ord. No. 1186 effective January 9, 1992) (Amended by Ord. No. 1308 effective March 2005) (Amended by Ord. No. 1333 Oct., 2005) (Ord 1378, 8/19/2009)

MUNICIPAL JUDGE; APPOINTMENT. The mayor with the consent of the city council shall appoint a municipal judge of the municipal court whose term shall be for a period of one year or until a successor is appointed and qualified.

SAME; POWERS AND DUTIES. The municipal judge shall have such powers and duties as set forth in the Kansas code of procedure for municipal court (K.S.A. 12-4101 et seq.) and all acts amendatory or supplemental thereto. (Code

1988)

SAME; SALARY. The municipal judge of the city shall be compensated in full for his or her services at the rate of $100 per month. (Code 1988)

8-107

JUDGE PRO TEMPORE. In the event the municipal judge is temporarily unable to preside due to absence, illness or disqualification, he or she shall designate a qualified person to act as judge pro tempore. In event the municipal judge falls to appoint a judge pro tempore, the judge pro tempore shall be appointed by the mayor. The judge pro tempore shall receive such compensation as the governing body shall direct. (Code 1988)

MUNICIPAL COURT CLERK; APPOINTMENT. There is hereby

established the office of Clerk of the Municipal Court. The Municipal Judge of

the Court shall appoint a Clerk of the Municipal Court whose term shall be for a

period of one (1) year or until a successor is appointed and qualified. (Code 1988)

SAME; DUTIES. The Municipal Court Clerk shall issue all process of the court, administer oaths, file and preserve all papers, docket cases and set the same for trial. The clerk shall perform other acts necessary to carry out the duties and responsibilities of the court. The clerk shall account for all fines paid and forfeited bonds and pay the same to the city treasurer on a monthly basis. (Code 1988)

SAME; SALARY. The Municipal Court Clerk of the City shall receive a monthly salary as compensation for his/her services which amount shall be established by the governing body recorded in the minutes and reviewed by the city council on an annual basis. (Code 1988) (Ordinance No. 1188 effective March 12, 1992.)

COURT COSTS.

(a)
Court Costs in the amount of Forty-Five Dollars ($45.00) shall be collected on behalf of the City of LaCygne, Kansas, for all Municipal Court convictions. (Code 1988) (Ord. 1383, 4/21/2010)
(b)
Court costs shall be collected on behalf of the State of Kansas in an amount as determined from time to time by the Kansas State Legislature. (Code 1988)

(c)
Notwithstanding the provision of sections (a) and (b) above, no court costs shall be collected for any conviction for improper parking.
