CHAPTER XIII. TRAFFIC


13-101.      INCORPORATING STANDARD TRAFFIC ORDINANCE.    There is hereby incorporated by reference for the purpose of regulating traffic within the corporate limits of the City of La Cygne, Kansas, that certain standard traffic ordinance known as the "Standard Traffic Ordinance for Kansas Cities," Edition of 2011, prepared and published in book form by the League of Kansas Municipalities, save and except such articles, sections, parts or portions as are hereafter omitted, deleted, modified or changed, such incorporation being authorized by K.S.A. 12-3009 through 12-3012, inclusive, as amended.  No fewer than three copies of said standard ordinance shall be marked or stamped "Official Copy as Incorporated by the Code of the City of La Cygne, Kansas," with all sections or portions thereof intended to be omitted or changed clearly marked to show any such omission or change and to which shall be attached a copy of this ordinance, and filed with the city clerk to be open to inspection and available to the public at all reasonable hours. 13-102    TRAFFIC INFRACTIONS AND TRAFFIC OFFENSES.

(a) An ordinance traffic infraction is a violation of any section of this ordinance that prescribes or requires the same behavior as that prescribed or required by a statutory provision that is classified as a traffic infraction in K.S.A. 8-2118. (Code 1988) (Amended by Ordinance No. 1211) (Amended by ordinance No. 1266, effective July 24, 1997)

(b) All traffic violations which are included within this ordinance, and which are not ordinance traffic infractions, as defined in subsection (a) of this section, shall be

considered traffic offenses. (Code 1988) (Amended by Ordinance No. 1211) (Amended by Ordinance No. 1226, effective July 24, 1997)

.  PENALTY FOR SCHEDULED FINES.  The fine for violation of an ordinance traffic infraction or any other traffic offense for which the municipal judge establishes a fine in a fine schedule shall not be less than $10 nor more than $30, except for speeding which shall not be less than $10 nor more than $500.  A person tried and convicted for violation of an ordinance traffic infraction or other traffic offense for which a fine has been established in a schedule of fines shall pay a fine fixed by the court not to exceed $500. (Code 1988) (Amended by Ordinance No. 1211) (Amended by Ordinance No. 1226, effective July 24, 1997) (Ordinance No. 1399, Aug 2011)

NO PARKING AND LIMITED TIME PARKING RESTRICTIONS.
(a)

(a)  No parking and limited time parking zones are hereby established from the effective date of this code, as hereinafter provided. (Code 1988)

(b)

(b)  There shall be no parking in the following blocks within the City of LaCygne:

(1)  On the north side or south side of Market Street between 5th and 6th Street; (Code        1988)


(2)  On 6th Street north to Walnut Street; (Code 1988)


(3)  On both the east and west sides of 1st Street north for a distance of 200 feet from 
       the intersection with Market Street. (Code 1988)

(c)

(c) No person shall allow any vehicle to remain standing for more than two continuous hours along the following described streets of the City of LaCygne:
On the north side and south side of Market Street from a point beginning at Railroad Avenue east to 5th Street.(Code 1988)

(d)

(d) The Chief of Police shall undertake to mark the areas concerned in such a way as is calculated to reasonably apprise persons parking in such areas of the restrictions imposed thereon by this section.(Code 1988)

(e)

(e) Anyone parking in an area described herein in excess of the posted time limit shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall pay a fine of not less than $25 nor more than $500 for each violation. (Code 1988)

(f) Any person intentionally interfering with enforcement of these regulations by thwarting or attempting thwart the Chief of Police or his designated officer’s efforts to determine how long a vehicle has been parked in a particular time zone shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction or plea of guilty shall be fined in an amount not less than $50 nor more than $500. Any person aiding, abetting, or assisting in such interference shall be guilty of the same offense. (Code 1988)

OPERATION OF UNAUTHORIZED MOTOR VEHICLES UPON PUBLIC LAND.

(a) (a)  Definitions.  As used herein the following vehicles shall be defined as follows, to-wit:

(1) Motor Vehicle. Every vehicle which is self-propelled. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(2) Motorcycle. Every motor vehicle having a seat or saddle for the use of a rider and designated to travel on no more than three wheels in contact with the ground. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(3) Motor Driven Cycle. Every motorcycle including every motor scooter with a motor which produces not to exceed five (5) horse power and every bicycle with motor attached. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(4) Unauthorized Vehicles. An unauthorized vehicle as used herein shall be any vehicle as defined in the three subsections above which are operated within violation of subsection (b) below, except those of the city or any other governmental authority to go upon areas which are the subject of this section. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(5) Work-site Utility Vehicle or Golf Cart. Any motor vehicle which is not less than 48 inches in width, has an overall length, including the bumper, of not more than 135 inches, has an unladen weight, including fuel and fluids, of more than 800 pounds and is equipped with four or more low pressure ties, a steering wheel and bench or bucket type seating allowing at least two people to sit side-by-side, and may be equipped with a bed or cargo box for hauling materials. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(6) All-terrain Vehicle. Any motorized non-highway vehicle 48 inches or less in width, having a dry weight of 1,000 pounds or less, traveling on three or more low pressure tires, and having a seat to be straddled by the operator. As used in the subsection, “low pressure tire” means any pneumatic tire six inches or more in width, designed for use on wheels with rim diameter of 12 inches or less, and utilizing an operating pressure of 10 pounds per square inch or less as recommended by the vehicle manufacturer. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(b)
Prohibited Acts.

(1)
It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to operate any motor vehicle, motorcycle, or motor driven cycle which is not registered and properly tagged to be operated on any highway in the state of Kansas pursuant to K.S.A. 8-126 et seq., upon any embankment, ditch, city street, or any public land owned by the City of LaCygne, Kansas, or under its control and supervision. Provided, however, that nothing herein shall be construed to prohibit the operation of any such vehicle as set forth above in any driveway or parking area so used and dedicated. (Code 1988)

(2)
It shall be unlawful for any person or persons not licensed to operate a motor vehicle, motorcycle, or motor driven cycle under the laws of the State of Kansas to operate any motor vehicle, motorcycle, or motor driven cycle upon any embankment, ditch, city street, or any public land owned by the City of LaCygne, Kansas, or under its control and supervision. (Code 1083)


(c)
Exceptions by Designation.  The governing body of said city may authorize certain areas in which said vehicles or any of them above set forth in section (a) may be operated upon certain prohibited areas in the city as set forth in section (b) which so authorizes.  Further, excepted from the definition of unauthorized vehicles shall be lawn mowers and vehicles used for transportation by handicapped persons.  (Code 1988)

(d) Operation of Work-Site Utility Vehicles or Golf Carts. 

(1) Work-Site Utility Vehicles or golf carts may be operated upon the public highways, streets, roads, and alleys within the corporate limits of the city with the following conditions. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(2) No work-site utility vehicle, or golf cart, shall be operated on any public highway, street, road or alley unless such vehicle shall comply with the equipment requirements under the provisions of Article 17, Chapter 8 of the Kansas Statutes Annotated.  (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(3) Every person operating a work-site utility vehicle, or golf cart, on the public highways, streets, roads and alleys of the city shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to a driver of a vehicle imposed by law including insured pursuant to KSA 40-3104 and related statutes. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(4) No person shall operate a work-site utility vehicle on any public highway, street, road or alley within the corporate limits of the city unless such person has a valid driver’s license. Violation of this section is punishable by a fine as outlined in 13-202(f).  (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(e) Operation of All-Terrain Vehicles.
(1) All-terrain vehicles may be operated upon the public highways, streets, roads and alleys within the corporate limits of the city with the following conditions. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(2) No all-terrain vehicle shall be operated on any public highway, street, road or alley between sunset and sunrise unless equipped with lights as required by motorcycles. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(3) Every person operating an all-terrain vehicle on the public highways, streets, roads and alleys of the city shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to a driver of a vehicle imposed by law including insured pursuant to KSA 40-3104 and related statutes. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(4) No person shall operate an all-terrain vehicle on any public highway, street, road or alley within the corporate limits of the city unless such person has a valid driver’s license. Violation of this section is punishable by a fine as outlined in Section 13-202(f). (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(5) A person operating an all-terrain vehicle shall ride only upon the permanent and regular seat attached thereto, and such operator shall not carry any other person nor shall any other person ride on a all-terrain vehicle, unless such all-terrain vehicle is designated to carry more than one (1) person, in which event a passenger may ride upon the permanent and regular seat if designed for two (2) persons, or upon another seat firmly attached to the all-terrain vehicle at the rear or side of the operator. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(6) A person shall ride upon an all-terrain vehicle only while sitting astride the seat, facing forward, with one leg on each side of the all-terrain vehicle. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(7) No person shall operate an all-terrain vehicle while carrying any package, bundle, or other article which prevents such person from keeping both hands on the handlebars. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(8) No operator shall carry any person, nor shall any person ride, in a position that will interfere with the operation or control of the all-terrain vehicle or the view of the operator. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(9) All all-terrain vehicles are entitled to full use of a lane, and no motor vehicle shall be driven in such a manner as to deprive any all-terrain vehicle of the full use of a lane. The subsection shall not apply to all-terrain vehicles operated two (2) abreast in a single lane. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
i. The operator of an all-terrain vehicle shall not overtake and pass in the same lane occupied by the vehicle being overtaken. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
ii. No person shall operate an all-terrain vehicle between lanes of traffic or between adjacent lines or rows of vehicles. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
iii. All-terrain vehicles shall not be operated more than two (2) abreast in a single lane. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
iv. Subsections (i) and (ii) shall not apply to police officers in the performance of their official duties. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(10) Clinging to other vehicles prohibited. No person riding upon an all-terrain vehicle shall attach himself, herself or the all-terrain vehicle to any other vehicle on a roadway. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(11) Any all-terrain vehicle carrying a passenger shall be equipped with a seat and footrests for such passenger. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(12) No person under the age of 18 years shall operate or ride upon an all-terrain vehicle unless wearing a helmet which complies with minimum guidelines established by the national highway traffic safety administration pursuant to the national traffic and motor vehicle safety act of 1966 for helmets designed for use by motorcyclists and other motor vehicle users. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(13) No person shall operate an all-terrain vehicle unless such person is wearing an eye-protective device which shall consist of protective glasses, goggles, or transparent face shields which are shatter proof and impact resistant, except when the all-terrain vehicle is equipped with a windscreen which has a minimum height of 10 inches measured from the center of the handlebars. (Ord 1367 Apr 2008)
(f) Penalties. A violation of any provision of this section shall be deemed an ordinance traffic infraction. Upon an entry of a plea of guilty or no contest or upon being convicted of such violation, the penalty imposed shall be in accordance with Section 201, 2007 Standard Traffic Ordinance, as amended, and shall be fined in a sum of not less than $100 nor more than $500. ONE-WAYSTREETS

(a)
All vehicular traffic traveling upon Walnut Street between 7th Street and 8th Street shall travel only in a westerly direction. The City of LaCygne shall cause to be placed upon Walnut Street between 7th Street and 8th Street one-way traffic signs indicating a one-way flow of vehicular traffic in a westerly direction only. (Code 1988)

(b)
It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motor vehicle, as that term is described in chapter 8 of the Kansas Statutes Annotated, in any fashion other than so authorized by the above and foregoing section, and any person who shall operate their motor vehicle in a fashion prohibited by this section shall be deemed to be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be fined a sum not less than $25 nor more than $500. (Code 1988)

13-204
UNNECESSARY EXHIBITION OF SPEED OR ACCELERATION.

(a)
No person driving any vehicle shall unnecessarily exhibit speed or acceleration, make excessively rapid acceleration from a stopped or moving position or unnecessarily rev the engine of a vehicle while the vehicle is stopped.

(Code 1989; Effective April 13, 1989)

(b)
“Exhibition of speed or acceleration” is defined to include, but is not limited to, those acts which cause or create unnecessary rapid acceleration, unnecessary tire squeal, skid, smoke, or slide upon acceleration or stopping including the casting of tread, gravel, dirt, or other road surface materials from the tires; acts that simulate a temporary race; acts that cause the vehicle to unnecessarily turn abruptly, sway or lose traction with the road surface. (Code 1989:

Effective April 13’l 989)

(c)
Any person violating the provisions of this section shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in a sum of not less than $25.00 not more than $500.00. (Code 1989; Effective April 13. 1989)

U-TURNS AT INTERSECTIONS ONLY.

(a)
It shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle, motor cycle, or motor driven cycle to make a U-turn on Market Street, between Industrial Street and First Street, and on Broadway Street between Market Street and Grand Street of LaCygne, Kansas, so as to proceed in the opposite direction, except at intersections only.  (Ordinance No. 1170, effective May 24, 1990)
(b)
It shall be unlawful for the driver of any motor vehicle, motor cycle, or motor driven cycle to turn such vehicle so as to cross over the center of the street and park or stop such vehicle in a diagonal or parallel parking place on Market Street, between Industrial Street and First Street, and on Broadway Street between Market Street and Grand Street of LaCygne, Kansas. (Ordinance No. 1170, effective May 24,

1990)

(c)
Any person violating the provisions of this section shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in the sum of not less than $25.00 nor more than $500.00 (Ordinance No. 1170, effective May24, 1990)

SPEED LIMITK-152, LA CYGNE, LINN COUNTY, KANSAS. In the

interest of public safety and having full regard for the traffic conditions upon said highway, under the conditions found to exist as the result of the traffic investigation by the Kansas Department of Transportation on or about January 11, 1995. The City hereby declares the reasonable speed of the following section of K-152 shall not exceed the speed limits as follows for their respective distances:

35 miles per hour for the first section of 0.374 mile, more or less, beginning at the intersection of the centerline of K- 152 and the SW corner. of Section 33, T- 19-S, R-24-E, and continuing thence east. (Ordinance No. 1202. Effective March 9, 1995)

30 miles per hour for the second section of 0.470 mile, more or less, beginning 0.374 mile east of the centerline of K-152 and the SW corner.of Section 33, T- 19-S, R-24-E and continuing thence east. (Ordinance No. 1202. Effective March 9, 1995)

35 miles per hour for the third section 0.160 mile, more or less, beginning 0.160 mile west of the SW corner. Section 34, T-19-S, R-24-E, continuing thence east. (Ordinance 1~4o. 1202. Effective March 9, 1995)

A total distance of 1.004 miles, more or less, to be zoned. (Ordinance No. 1202. Effective March 9, 1995)

13-207
LOUD SOUND AMPLIFICATION SYSTEMS PROHIBITED.

(a)
No person operating or occupying a motor vehicle on a street, highway, alley, parking lot, or driveway shall operate or permit the operation of any sound amplification system from within the vehicle so that the sound is plainly audible at a distance of fifty (50) feet or more from the vehicle. (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25. 1999)


(b)
Sound Amplification System means any radio, tape player, compact disc player, loud speaker, or other electronic device used for the amplification of sound.  (Ordinance No., 1243.  Effective August 25, 1999)
(c)
Plainly Audible means any sound produced by a sound amplification system from within the vehicle, which clearly can be heard at a distance of fifty (50) feet or more. Measurement standards shall be by the auditory senses, based upon direct line of sight. Words or phrases need not be discernible and bass reverberations are included. The motor vehicle may be stopped, standing, parked, or moving on a street, highway, alley parking lot, or driveway. (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25, 1999)


(d)
It is an affirmative defense to charge under this section that the operator was not otherwise prohibited by law from operating the sound amplification system, and that any of the following apply: (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25, 1999)


(1)

The system was being operated to request medical or vehicular assistance or to warn of a hazardous road condition; (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25, 1999)


(2)

The vehicle was an emergency or public safety vehicle; (Ordinance No. 1243.


Effective August 25. 1999)


(3)

The vehicle was owned and operated by the City of LaCygne or a gas, electric, communications, or refuse company; (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25, 1999)


(4)

The system was used for the purpose of giving instructions, directions, talks, addresses, lectures, or transmitting music to any persons or assemblages of persons in compliance with ordinance of the City of LaCygne; (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25, 1999)


(5)

The vehicle was used in authorized public activities, such as parades, fireworks, sport events, musical productions, and other activities which have the approval of the department of the city authorized to grant such approval. (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25, 1999)


(e)
Penalty. Any person, individual, partnership, corporation, or association who violates any of the provisions of this ordinance is guilty of an ordinance violation, and upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine not to exceed $500.00 or by imprisonment of not more than six months, or by both such fine and imprisonment. Each day any violation hereof is found to exist or continues to exist shall be a separate offense and punishable as such hereunder. (Ordinance No. 1243. Effective August 25. 1999)

MECHANICAL EXHAUST DEVICES – USE/OPERATION PROHIBITED.

(a)
It shall be unlawful for the driver of any vehicle to use or operate or cause to be used or operated within the city any mechanical exhaust device designed to aid in the stopping or braking of a vehicle, in a manner so as to create excessive, loud, or unusual explosive noise from a vehicle.  This prohibition shall include, but not be limited to, the procedure commonly known as jake-braking. (Ord. 1321, June 2005)

Penalty.  Any person, individual, partnership, corporation, or association, who violates any of the provisions of this ordinance is guilty of an ordinance violation, and upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine not to exceed $500.00 or by imprisonment of not more than six months, or by both such fine and imprisonment.  Each day any violation hereof is found to exist or continues to exist shall be a separate offense and punishable as such hereunder. (Ord. 1321, June 2005)
