CHAPTER XV. PLANNING AND ZONING


15-101.

COMMISSION ESTABLISHED. Under the authority of K.S.A. 12—701 there is hereby created a ‘planning commission” for the City of LaCygne.

15-102.

MEMBERSHIP. The Planning commission shall consist of not less than seven or more than 15 members, two of whom shall reside outside the city limits and within a limit of three miles from the city limits.

The members of the planning commission shall be appointed by the mayor with the approval of the other city council members. The members of the commission first appointed shall serve respectively for terms of one year, two years, and three years, divided equally or as nearly equal as possible between these terms as one, two and three years. Thereafter members shall be appointed for terms of three years each. Vacancies shall be filled by appointment for the unexpired term only.

POWERS, DUTIES. The powers and duties of the planning commission shall be as established by the Kansas Statutes Annotated.

ORGANIZATION; MEETINGS, QUORUM; RECORDS The members ol the city planning commission shall meet within two weeks following their appointment and organize by selecting one of their members as chairperson and one as vice-chairperson, who shall serve one year arid until his or her successor has been selected and qualified. The city planning commission shall meet thereafter at least once each month at such time and place as it may fix by resolution. Special meetings may be called by the chairperson or in his or her absence by the vice—chairperson. A majority of such commission shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. The commission shall cause a proper record to be kept of all proceedings.

COMPENSAT1ON. All members of the commission shall serve without compensation, but they may be reimbursed for their expenses actually incurred in the performance of their duties.

REMOVAL OF MEMBERS.
 No member of the commission shall be removed during his or her term
of office, except for cause, and after a hearing held before the governing body by whom he or she was appointed. Disqualification and removal from office may also occur by a member moving out of the city, or by moving out of the area represented by him or her on the planning commission.

There is hereby incorporated by reference, as if set out fully herein, for the purpose of promoting the public health, safety, prosperity and general welfare within the corporate limits of the City of La Cygne, Kansas, that certain zoning regulations entitled “Zoning Regulations of the City of La Cygne, Kansas” as prepared by the City and adopted in book form on November 02, 2005.  No fewer than three (3) copies of the Zoning Regulations dated October 2005, marked “Official Copy as Incorporated by the Code of the City of La Cygne, Kansas”, and to which there shall be a published copy of this section attached, shall be filed with the City Clerk to be open for inspection and available to the public at all reasonable business hours. PENALTY. Pursuant to K.S.A. 12-761, the violation of any provision of the Zoning Regulations shall be deemed a misdemeanor and any person, firm, association, partnership or corporation convicted thereof shall be punished by a fine not to exceed $500 or by imprisonment for not more than six months for each offense, or by both such fine and imprisonment, and that each day’s violation shall constitute a separate offense. The Governing Body shall further have the authority to maintain suits or actions in any court of competent jurisdiction for the purpose of enforcing any provisions of these regulations and to abate nuisances maintained in violation thereof, and, in addition to other remedies, institute injunction, mandamus, or other appropriate action or proceeding to prevent unlawful construction, erection, reconstruction, alteration, conversion, maintenance, or use, or to correct or abate such violation, or to prevent the occupancy of any building, structure or land.
