LA CYGNE POLICE DEPARTMENT
CONTINUES ZERO TOLERANCE FOR DRUGS WITHIN THE CITY

The La Cygne city council made the decision to establish an ordinance that addresses the issues of marijuana and drug paraphernalia possession and/or use at the city level.

If the offender is in possession of less than ounce, then we can handle it through our court system; if it is over an ounce the charge will be considered a felony and will be sent to the county.


DOGS RUNNING AT LARGE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER II, ARTICLE 2, SECTION 2-202(c) and (d), OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF LA CYGNE, KANSAS, PROVIDING FOR DOGS RUNNING AT LARGE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LA CYGNE, LINN COUNTY, KANSAS: 

Section 1.      That Chapter II, Article 2, Section 2-202 [c] and [d] of the Code of the City of LaCygne, Kansas is hereby amended to read as follows:

2-202. RUNNING AT LARGE.

(c) The owner of any dog impounded for running at large without a tag required by Section 2-204 shall, for the first offense, pay a fine of $50.00 plus the board bill; for the second offense a fine of $100.00 plus the board bill; for a third and subsequent offenses a fine of $200.00 plus the board bill;

(d) For the first offense of an animal running at large with a tag as required by section 2-204, the owner or keeper claiming an animal, shall present a license receipt for return of the animal without charge. For a second offense, the owner shall pay a fee of $20.00 plus the board bill. For a third offense the owner shall pay a fee of $50.00 plus the board bill. For a fourth and subsequent offenses, the owner or keeper shall pay a fee of $100.00 plus the cost of the board bill.


Dog licenses will need to be renewed by April 30. A vaccination clinic will be scheduled for sometime in April. Licenses may be purchased at the clinic or anytime at La Cygne City Hall. Proof of Rabies vaccination will be needed to purchase licenses.

GAS LEAKS
EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

Following is the procedure that should be followed if you respond to a natural gas leak:

1. Notify a gas department employee before anything is done. Do not use phone in the building where leak is occurring.
2. Evacuate any people in the building where the leak is occurring.
3. DO NOT operate any light switches.
4. DO NOT use the phone – use a neighbor’s phone.
5. DO NOT open doors and windows.
6. Only allow the occupants of the building to return inside after city gas employees have determined it is safe to do so.
7. If outside – Turn off engines if operating a motor vehicle or other machinery.
8. If outside – Get away from the area and keep others away.
9. DO NOT use your cell phones, turn on an engine, or drive into an area where there could be a natural gas leak.

DO NOT RELY ONLY ON YOUR SENSE OF SMELL TO DETERMINE IF GAS IS PRESENT IN A BUILDING OR IN THE GROUND.

Use all of your senses: smell, sight, and hearing to detect a potential leak.

SMELL – An odorant is added to our natural gas to give it a very distinct smell – Rotten eggs.
SIGHT – Look for brown patches of vegetation above the gas line.
SOUND– There may be a hissing or roaring sound associated with some leaks.

In addition to the precautions we take to maintain our utility lines, the City of La Cygne needs your help in keeping the transmission lines safe, many emergencies are attributed to damage caused by third parties digging or excavating around utility lines.  Please call your state one-call center 1-800-344-7233 or 811 at least two days before digging. In fact, it is the law to notify the one-call center before you dig.
There is no charge for the service. Two days notice must be given except in the case of emergencies. The one–call center will notify the utility companies and they will come out and mark the location of their lines. Markings are only valid for fifteen (15) days, so you may have to call again. But Keep in mind that state law also states that “no person shall make repeated requests for remarking or updating unless the request is due to circumstances not reasonable within the control of such person.”

In other words, updating a ticket repeatedly without any excavation taking place just to keep a ticket open or valid is a violation of the state law. Utility owners have and will report these types of violations to the Kansas Corporation Commission for action.

You may call from 7:30 am until 5:00 pm., Monday through Friday, excluding holidays. The call center is available 24-hours a day on an emergency only basis. Only the loss of life, limb, property or a service outage is considered an emergency.

Operators at the One-Call center will record all necessary information, list underground operators to be notified and give the caller a “ticket number.”  

Have the following checklist ready before you call in a locate:

1. Caller and Telephone Number
2. Excavator Name or Code/Company Name
3. Address of Locate
4. Start Date and Time of Excavation
5. County, Town/City
6. Township, Range, Section, ¼ Section
7. Worksite Street and Number (Include North, South, East, West)
8. Nearest Intersection/Highway
9. Type of Work and Depth
10. Type of Equipment Used:  Explosives/Tunneling/Horizontal Boring
11. Work Location:  Street/Sidewalk/Private Property/Front/Rear/Side
12. Work being done for: Contact Person, Telephone Number
13. Best time to call Back:  AM/PM after 5:00 PM
