Swimming Lessons: Classes run Monday through Thursday for 45 minutes each.  Fridays are used as rain make-up days.  All participants must abide by the pool rules.  Any participant who fails to do so can be removed from the class without a refund.  Enrollment is on a first come first serve basis.  Sign-up during pool hours.

Operating Policy & Weather Policy

The water temp is required to be at least 72 degrees in order for it to be safe for public use.  If the water temps have not reached 72 degrees, the pool will delay opening until the correct temperature is reached.
Due to the cost of operations for the pool it is necessary that we have a minimum number of patrons attending the pool in order to justify being open.  The La Cygne Swimming Pool requires at least 10 patrons in attendance in order for the pool to remain open.  If less than 10 patrons are present, the manager will wait 1 hour, and if more patrons do not arrive, they will close the pool.
A lightening detector is used at the pool.  Patrons will be asked to get out of the water when lightening is in the restricted area.  The pool manager will begin 30-minute wait periods to check on weather radars and with local authorities regarding storm activity.  If patrons chose to leave on their own, they will not receive a refund.  If Patrons are asked to leave the pool due to storm activity, they will receive a rain check.

La Cygne Community Swimming Pool Rules:

1. Season Passes are available at the La Cygne City Hall and the La Cygne Community Swimming Pool.
2. Season Pass Patches must be sewn on the front of the pass holder’s swimming suit to avoid any damage to the waterslide.
3. Proper swimming attire must be worn. No swimsuits with rivets or metal buttons allowed on the waterslide.
4. Children 7 & under must be accompanied by a responsible individual of at least 14 years of age.
5. The La Cygne Community Swimming Pool may be closed at any time due to inclement weather, water temperature below 72 degrees, or because of low attendance.
6. Floatation devices including noodles are not allowed with the exception of lifejackets, arm floats and baby floats with leg holes.  Children using floatation devices must have an adult within arms reach.  No floatation devices of ANY kind are allowed on the slides or in the diving board areas.
7. No jewelry or sunglasses allowed on the waterslide.
8. Guests must be able to swim 25 yards unassisted to enter the deep end/diving area.
9.  All entries into the pool from the sides must be feet first – NO Diving.
10.  No food or drink allowed in the pool.
11.  Alcohol prohibited.
12.  No smoking inside the premises of the La Cygne Community Swimming Pool.
13.  No climbing on lifelines, lane ropes, bollards, or slide.
14.  No dunking, sitting on shoulders or rough play is allowed.
15.  No Profanity or Swearing.
16.  No running.
17.  A non-swimmer ages 5 and under must have an adult within arms reach at all times.
18.  The La Cygne Community Swimming Pool Management has the authority to implement and enforce rules that are more stringent or that supplement those listed here.
19.  The La Cygne Community Swimming Pool Lifeguards are responsible for enforcing safety rules and responding to emergencies. Parents/Guardians should supervise their children.
20.  The La Cygne Community Swimming Pool Lifeguards have the final say. Please respect their requests as they are trained to help maintain your safety and in return they will respect you and help to ensure you have a wonderful day at the pool.

ADOPT A HIGHWAY

The Chamber of Commerce has been accepted to the Adopt a Highway Program.  The chamber has adopted a 2-mile stretch of K152 Highway.  This section starts at 69 Highway and goes west to Taylor Road.  They will be picking up trash along their adopted section 3 times a year.  The first clean up date is August 31, starting at 7:00 AM.  The chamber is encouraging other business or organizations to apply for a section of 152 Highway.  The goal is to have the entire section of K152 between 69 and 7 Highways adopted.

If the holiday falls on a Monday or Tuesday, trash will be picked up on Wednesday.  



7-402.         OPEN BURNING PROHIBITED

a) It shall be unlawful for any person to dispose of refuse by open burning or to cause, allow or permit open burning within the city.
b) This article shall apply equally to the disposal of trade wastes or any refuse by open burning by commercial facilities as well as residential identities. 
c) A citation may be issued by a member of the police department, the fire chief, or public health office in any situation where such official observes an illegal fire, whether or not a complaint has been received.  (Code 1988)

Section 128.         TRAFFIC LAWS APPLY TO PERSONS RIDING BICYCLES.

Every person riding a bicycle upon a roadway shall be granted all the rights and shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to the driver of a vehicle by this ordinance, except as otherwise provided in Sections 127 to 133, inclusive, of this article and except as to those provisions of this ordinance which by their nature can have no application (K.S.A,. 8-1587)


ORDINANCE NO.  1367

13-202 (6) (d) Operation of Work-Site Utility Vehicles or Golf Carts.

· Must be a licensed driver of 16 years of age or over
· Must be insured
·  Under 18 must wear head and eye protection
· Must have lights equal to a motorcycle
· Are subject to the same laws as other licensed vehicles

You may cross but do not drive on K152 (Market).

Violations have a $100.00 minimum fine plus court costs 

7-203  HEALTH AND WELFARE – NUISANCE

DEFINATIONS:  NUISANCE
· Grass taller than 12 inches
· Rank vegetation
· Any junked, wrecked or inoperable vehicle
· Any accumulation of filth, excrement, lumber, rocks, tires, dirt, or any open pit…..any  accumulation of refuse or garbage
· Any icebox, refrigerator, or the container, which remains outside of any dwelling, building, or other structure or within any unoccupied or abandoned building, structure, or dwelling, in a place accessible to children, any abandoned, unattended, or discarded icebox, refrigerator, or other container which has a door or lid, snap lock or other locking device which may not be released from the inside, without first removing said door or lid, snap lock, or other locking device

A summons will be issued for repeat offenders and blatant violators.
